After completing their credential,
graduates may go on to earn a Master's Degree in Educational Administration.

Note: The state of California requires that, in addition to completing all of the 24 units of Tier |
course work, the Tier | candidate must possess a valid California Teaching Credential as well
as have 3 years of teaching experience using this credential.
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When all required Administrative Credential courses are completed with a satisfactory final
grade, the candidate becomes eligible to be recommended to receive a certificate which

authorizes her or him to work as a school administrator in California.

Transfer Credits

Saint Mary's College of California will accept a maximum of six (6) transfer credits to be used toward the
completion of the Tier | Administrative services Credential or Master's degree.

The following requirements must be met prior to approval of transfer credit:

» The course(s) must have been taken within the last five years.

» The course(s) may not have been previously applied toward another credential or degree.

» The course(s) must plausibly lead to development of administrative skills.
