Saint Mary's College Kalmanovitz School
of Education’s Doctorate in Educational
Leadership offers a dynamic curriculum
designed to develop leaders who can
tackle today's challenges with creativity,
courage, and competence. Additionally
graduates emerge from the program
committed to advocacy and action,
attentive to issues of social injustice, and
dedicated to advancing leadership in
underserved communities.

The Ed.D. Program consists of 54
units of coursework and 6 units of
dissertation research. Coursework can
be completed in three years, which is
then followed by a significant applied
research project aimed at transforming
educational practice. Classes are offered on alternate weekends throughout the year. The
program is organized in a cohort structure that offers group support for progress toward
program completion.

A Master’s degree from an accredited institution

A graduate grade point average of 3.5 or better (or evidence of
comparable academic achievement or potential)

Two official transcripts of any prior academic work

A resume or Curriculum Vitae

Three letters of recommendation from supervisors or other per-
sons familiar with the applicant’s professional work and potential for advanced study

A formal interview
An on-site writing sample

Official test scores: Minimum score of 1000 on the GRE (combined Verbal and Quantitative) or a
minimum score of 50 on the MAT or a minimum score of 55, with an overall total of 550 on the TOEFL
