Minutes of the Academic Senate
August 23, 2011

The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Tomas Gomez-Arias.  Roll was called and the following Senators were present:  Chair Tomas Gomez-Arias, Joan Peterson, Barbara Grant, David Bird, Michael Barram, Jessica Kintner, Kara Boatman, and Sam Lind.  Absent with notice were Vice Chair Claude Malary and Past Chair Steve Cortright.

Chairperson's Report

Chair Gomez asked all Senators to introduce themselves.  He announced that the new faculty reception will be held at the September 8th meeting.  He offered a brief summary of upcoming Senate issues: a proposed amended membership of the Social Justice Coordinating Committee, an Advising Proposal submitted by the Admissions and Academic Regulations Committee (AARC), and a new Faculty Salary Policy.  The Senators discussed possible issues related to the proposed Faculty Salary Policy, as outlined by the President at the Faculty Day on August 22, 2011.  
The Senate Rules of Procedures 
The Senate Rules of Procedures document is approved each year by the incoming Senators, per the Faculty Handbook.  Chair Gomez explained that a few additions were accepted to the document in August 2010 regarding the new Core Curriculum Committee; the added language was specific for the 2010-2011 academic year only.  The Core Curriculum Committee language added last year was removed for the 2011-2012 Senate Rules of Procedures.  A MOTION was made by Senator Kintner and SECONDED by Senator Peterson to accept the document.  The motion was approved unanimously by voice vote.

Senate Liaison Positions

Chair Gomez reported that the Senate Parliamentarian position remains open and asked Senators to nominate junior faculty that may be interested in the position of Senate Parliamentarian.  He announced that there are several Senate Liaison positions open on the Senate committees.  He reported that Past Chair Cortright has offered to continue his service as liaison to the Undergraduate Educational Policies Committee (UEPC).   Senator Barram agreed to continue to serve as liaison on the Faculty Welfare Committee, Senator Bird agreed to continue as the liaison on the Admissions and Academic Regulations Committee (AARC), and Senator Grant agreed to serve as liaison on the Graduate and Professional Studies Educational Policies Committee (GPSEPC).  Senator Boatman continues her service as a member of the Core Curriculum Implementation Committee.  Vice Chair Malary was proposed as Senate liaison to the Program Review Committee pending his acceptance.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:00 a.m.
