Mr. Nate Johnson: Response to car rummages, in the process of replacing cameras, fine tuning emergency plan, open to questions.

Johnson; gate arm is fixed, requests for camera, emergency planning, wildfires, parking ratio is high comparatively, athletic events can cause congestion, reassessing parking program, added lighting to parking lots.
President Molitoris; cameras
Johnson: about ten added cameras 
Chair Halstead: school has an inadequate policy for sexual assault. DOes that fall under your umbress of operation and how is sexual assault handled.
Johnson: there are a number of people involved and committees involved in taking care of survivors. Areas of improvement are better timing with how survivors are cared for. Delegation of duty could increase in effectiveness. 
Chair Halstead: consequences are not proportional to actions.
Johnson: There are certain steps to follow and those steps need to be made more clear.
VPSL Sciuto: Title XI laws may not favor the reporting student. Formal versus informal resolution. Education regarding consent and communication to avoid such processes as these. 
Chair Paredes: Could the student government help bridge that disconnect about the process of reporting or protecting yourself. Suggestion of committee regarding sexual misconduct to prevent.
Johnson: Prevention is key, dating apps can be dangerous, confidential reports on campus, approves of an idea of a working committee.
Chair Halstead: clarity on campus safety’s policy on ICE
Johnson: campus safety sends out notification and will ask for a court mandate. If no mandate ICE will be asked to leave because the campus is private.
