B. Finance Committee - Sample Budget Proposal
Working with $250k. Details on finance document. Clubs and organizations received 156,650$. 88k of the budget was allocated to CAB. 12.2% to AS budget. Programming was left with 4.62%. 
1. Club and Organization Appeal - Clubs and organization had a chance to appeal the proposed budget

Rock climbing club: allocated 450, three different event types, price per events is 230 dollars, tries to have 6 events every year. Wished to have 1450. Insurance pricing included. Outdoor events are 30 dollars per trip. 
Mariachi Club: asking for 8k, 4500 not enough to cover expenses. Used 8k. Committed to paying a guest educator and that will be 1800 a semester. Costumes are expensive, as well as instruments. 1500 is not enough to cover those projected expenses. They need a budget that reflects their campus involvement. 
Belly Dancing: given 5k asked for 8500. Had 18 events by the end of second semester. Asking for more money for costumes because of campus involvement. Highly marketable and requested for events regarding admissions. 
Snow Club: upset over how much money is being sent to bigger clubs. Requesting more than 3k asked for 5k. Claims that money goes to clubs acting like frats. 
Psychology Club: requisition 4k. Grad school night, career night, grad send off. Additional funding from the psychology department was the sole reason why events were upheld. One of the largest academic clubs on campus. 
Film Club: admits club error in submitting allocation request. Requests 3k for the rights to movies. If screened without rights, fines upwards of 30k. Wish to invite guest speakers in the film industry. 
MENA: planned many events in arab american month. Because of reduction 2 events will be cut out. Asking for 1500. 
BSU: founded in 1957. Went through fundraising money for the cookout. I wish to incorporate museum trips. Asking for 1500.
Gael Boxing club: previously allocated 1400 dollars. Spent money on ppv and food. 9 recorded events. Planning to hire a trainer for boxing lessons. Requesting 1500. 
Saint Lukes: requesting 1500, conferences and career access. Fully covered students fees for conference. Funding reduction will limit how prepared students will be to enter a competitive field. Also has an entirely new executive board for the upcoming school year that plans to utilize all the funds allocated. 
JPOP: acknowledges that they didn’t finish their budgeting. Requesting 1500. Provides visibility to minority students. Supplements japanese class by hosting culture nights to educate outside of the classroom. 
CAB: asking for 100k. CAB is responsible for hosting large events on campus. Large scale programming is required. Vendors have to support 2k people and ask for a budget to reflect responsibility. 
2. Senate Discussion on Allocation Proposal
Senator Pacheco: adding up all the percentages equals 99.8%
			
Will there be notes on why budgets were changed? Everything was taken into account including monthly updates on budget. How much information was a large factor. Everything has had budget cuts for the year including IC and SAE. Concerns over spreadsheets that are very very blank or not detailed a lot. 

Diversity clubs should be prioritized with funds because of Lasallian principles. Diversity clubs work very hard to throw events that create an inclusive environment. Reassess film club. Possibly cutting the AS budget to get more funding to clubs. Proposal to return as funding to programming funds instead of collection stipend. Proposal to discuss the retreat fund again. Reconsider passing of the torch. Lowering CAB budget due to issues with event planning.
